Are you critical towards others, especially those who may 

be close to you?                                                                                                 

The most severe critics are often 

people very familiar to us, a mem-

ber of our family, a relative, or 

neighbor or co-worker we rub 

shoulders with on a regular basis. 

Jesus faced a severe testing when 

he returned to his home town, not 

simply as the carpenter's son, but 

now as a rabbi with disciples. It 

would have been customary for Jesus to go to the syna-

gogue each week during the Sabbath, and when his turn 

came, to read from the scriptures during the Sabbath ser-

vice. His hometown folks listened with rapt attention on 

this occasion because they had heard about the miracles 

he had performed in other towns. What sign would he do  

his hometown?
