Shepherding was one of the oldest of callings in Israel, 

even before farming, since the Chosen People had             

traveled from place to place, living in tents, and driving 

their flocks from one pasture to 

another. Looking after sheep was 

no easy calling. It required great 

skill and courage. Herds were 

often quite large, thousands or 

even ten thousands of sheep. 

The flocks spent a good part of 

the year in the open country. 

Watching over them required a 

great deal of attention and care.
