August 17, 2025 |  TWENTIETH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

The fire of God's purifying love and cleansing word.  

The image of fire in biblical times was often associated with God 

and with his action in the world and in 

the lives of his people. God sometimes 

manifested his presence by use of fire, 

such as God's revelation to Moses 

through the burning bush in the wilder-

ness which was not consumed by the 

flames (Exodus 3:2). God assured the 

Hebrew people of his continual presence, 

guidance, and protection for them 

through the wilderness for forty years 

with the pillar of fire by night and a pillar 

of cloud by day (Exodus 13:21-22). The 

prophet Elijah called down fire from 

heaven to reveal God's presence and power and to purify the 

people of false idols (1 Kings 18:36-39). The image of fire was 

also used as a sign of God's glory (Ezekiel 1:4, 13) and holiness 

(Deuteronomy 4:24), his protective presence (2 Kings 6:17), and 

his righteous judgment (Zechariah 13:9) and holy wrath against 

sin (Isaiah 66:15-16).  

El fuego del amor purificador de Dios y su palabra purificadora.     

En tiempos bíblicos, la imagen del fuego se asociaba a menudo con 

Dios y su acción en el mundo y en la vida de 

su pueblo. Dios a veces manifestaba su pre-

sencia mediante el fuego, como en la revela-

ción a Moisés a través de la zarza ardiente en 

el desierto, que no fue consumida por las 

llamas (Éxodo 3:2). Dios aseguró al pueblo 

hebreo su presencia, guía y protección conti-

nua en el desierto durante cuarenta años con 

la columna de fuego de noche y una columna 

de nube de día (Éxodo 13:21-22). El profeta 

Elías invocó fuego del cielo para revelar la 

presencia y el poder de Dios y purificar al pue-

blo de los ídolos falsos (1 Reyes 18:36-39). La imagen del fuego tam-

bién fue utilizada como señal de la gloria de Dios (Ezequiel 1:4, 13) y 

su santidad (Deuteronomio 4:24), su presencia protectora (2 Reyes 

6:17), su juicio justo (Zacarías 13:9) y su santa ira contra el pecado
