September 14, 2025 |  THE EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS 

Consider Jesus's unique divine nature as both heavenly and 

earthly. Reflect on His willing-

ness to come to earth to bring 

salvation centers on God's pro-

found love for the world, 

demonstrated by giving His only 

Son, Jesus Christ, so that those 

who believe in Him might re-

ceive eternal life, not condem-

nation. Jesus, the "Son of Man," 

must be "lifted up" on the cross, 

just as Moses lifted the bronze 

serpent in the desert, to offer 

healing and salvation from sin 

and death. This passage calls 

believers to fix their gaze on the crucified Jesus, seeing His 

death as an act of love that brings life, not death, and ena-

bles a new, eternal life through faith.

creyentes a fijar la mirada en Jesús 

crucificado, viendo su muerte como un acto de amor que trae 

vida, no muerte, y permite una nueva vida eterna por la fe.
