What most absorbs your time, your 

attention, and your heart? In the par-

able of the rich man who refused to 

help the beggar 

named Lazarus Jesus 

paints a dramatic sce-

ne of contrasts - riches 

and poverty, heaven 

and hell, compassion 

and indifference, in-

clusion and exclusion. We also see an 

abrupt and dramatic reversal of for-

tune. Lazarus was not only poor and a 

beggar, he was also sick and unable to 

fend for himself. He was "laid" at the 

gates of the rich man's house. The 

dogs which licked his sores probably 

also stole the little bread he got for 

himself. Dogs in the ancient world 

symbolized contempt. Enduring the 

torment of these savage dogs only 

added to the poor man's miseries and 

sufferings.  

¿Qué absorbe más tu tiempo, tu 

atención y tu corazón? En la parábola 

del hombre rico que se negó a ayudar 

al mendigo Lázaro, Jesús 

pinta una dramática escena 

de contrastes: riqueza y 

pobreza, cielo e infierno, 

compasión e indiferencia, 

inclusión y exclusión. 

También vemos un cambio 

abrupto y dramático en la fortuna. 

Lázaro no solo era pobre y mendigo, 

sino que también estaba enfermo e 

incapaz de valerse por sí mismo. Fue 

"arrojado" a las puertas de la casa del 

hombre rico. Los perros que le lamían 

las llagas probablemente también le 

robaron el poco pan que conseguía. 

En la antigüedad, los perros simboliza-

ban el desprecio. Soportar el tormen-

to de estos perros salvajes solo au-

mentaba la miseria y el sufrimiento 

del pobre.
