What can adversity teach us about the 

blessing of thanksgiving and the heal-

ing power of love and mercy? The 

Book of Proverbs states: A friend loves 

at all times; and a brother 

is born for adversi-

ty (Proverbs 17:17). When 

adversity strikes you find 

out who truly is your 

brother, sister, and friend. 

The Gospel records an unusual en-

counter between two peoples who had 

been divided for centuries. The Jews 

and Samaritans had no dealings with 

one another even though Samaria was 

located in the central part of Judea. 

Both peoples were openly hostile 

whenever their paths crossed. In this 

Gospel narrative we see one rare ex-

ception - a Samaritan leper in company 

with nine Jewish lepers. Sometimes 

adversity forces people to drop their 

barriers or to forget their prejudices. 

When this band of Jewish and Samari-

tan lepers saw Jesus they made a bold 

request. They didn't ask for healing, 

but instead asked for mercy. 

¿Qué nos puede enseñar la adversidad 

sobre la bendición de la acción de gra-

cias y el poder sanador del amor y la 

misericordia? El Libro de Proverbios afir-

ma: En todo tiempo ama un 

amigo; y un hermano nace 

para la adversidad (Proverbios 

17:17). Cuando la adversidad 

golpea, descubres quién es 

realmente tu hermano, her-

mana y amigo. El Evangelio registra un 

encuentro inusual entre dos pueblos que 

habían estado divididos durante siglos. 

Los judíos y los samaritanos no tenían 

tratos entre sí a pesar de que Samaria 

estaba ubicada en la parte central de 

Judea. Ambos pueblos eran abiertamen-

te hostiles cada vez que sus caminos se 

cruzaban. En esta narración del Evan-

gelio vemos una rara excepción: un           

leproso samaritano en compañía de nue-

ve leprosos judíos. A veces la adversidad 

obliga a las personas a dejar caer sus 

barreras o a olvidar sus prejuicios. Cuan-

do este grupo de leprosos judíos y sa-

maritanos vio a Jesús, le hicieron una 

petición audaz. No pidieron sanación, 

sino misericordia.
