These basilicas 

are of great importance for the universal Church, since they 

were built over the burial places of the apostles Peter and 

Paul. In addition, they are a place of pilgrimage for Catho-

lics. Saint Peter and Saint Paul are two apostles and patrons 

of Rome who were characterized by their dedication to the 

spread of the gospel. They are considered columns of the 

Church and witnesses of faith, hope and charity.
