January 04, 2026| THE EPIPHANY OF THE LORD 

If Jesus truly is who he claims to be, the eternal Son of God and 

Savior of the world, then why is he 

not recognized by everyone who 

hears his word and sees his works? 

John the Evangelist states that when 

Jesus came into the world the world 

knew him not and his own people 

received him not (John 1:10-11). Jesus 

was born in obscurity. Only the lowly 

shepherds recognized him at his 

birth. Some wise men also found 

their way to Bethlehem to pay hom-

age to the newborn King of Israel. 

These men were not Israelites, but foreigners. They likely had 

read and discussed the Messianic prophecies and were anxious 

to see when this Messianic King would appear. God led them 

by means of an extraordinary star across the desert to the little 

town of Bethlehem where Jesus was born.

Israel. Estos hombres no eran                    

israelitas, sino extranjeros. Probablemente habían leído y 

comentado las profecías mesiánicas y anhelaban ver la llegada 

de este Rey Mesías. Dios los guió mediante una estrella ex-

traordinaria a través del desierto hasta la pequeña ciudad de 

Belén, donde nació Jesús. 

The Jubilee Year began with the traditional opening of the 

Holy Door of St. Peter's Basilica on December 24, 2024 by 

Pope Francis and continues until the closing of the Holy Door 

on January 6, 2026, the solemnity of the Epiphany of the 

Lord.  2025 is the Jubilee Holy Year, the 2025th anniversary of 

the Incarnation of our Lord, an "event of great spiritual, eccle-

sial, and social significance in the life of the Church." The con-

cept of "Jubilee" has its origins in the Book of Leviticus 

(chapter 25) as a special year of reconciliation, pilgrimage, 

and coming . 

El Año Jubilar comenzó con la tradicional apertura de la Puer-

ta Santa de la Basílica de San Pedro el 24 de diciembre de 

2024 por el Papa Francisco y continúa hasta el cierre de la 

Puerta Santa el 6 de enero de 2026, solemnidad de la Epi-

fanía del Señor. 2025 es el Año Santo Jubilar, el 2025º aniver-

sario de la Encarnación de nuestro Señor, un "acontecimiento 

de gran significado espiritual, eclesial y social en la vida de la 

Iglesia". El concepto de "Jubileo" tiene sus orígenes en el Libro 

del Levítico (capítulo 25) como un año especial de reconcili-

ación, peregrinación y encuentro.
