Why did Jesus, the Sinless One, submit himself to John's 

baptism at the River Jordan? 

John preached a baptism of 

repentance for the forgiveness 

of sins (Luke 3:3). In this          

humble submission of Jesus 

we see a foreshadowing of the 

"baptism" of his bloody death 

upon the cross. Jesus' baptism 

is the acceptance and the be-

ginning of his mission as God's 

suffering Servant (Isaiah 42:1-

4). He allowed himself to be 

numbered among sinners. Je-

sus submitted himself entirely to his Father's will. Out of 

love he consented to this baptism of death for the remis-

sion of our sins. Do you know the joy of trust and submis-

sion to God?

His life was marked by solitude, 

fasting and work .Orphaned at 20, 

as a young man he gave all his 

goods to the poor and retired to 

the desert, where he also fought 

against the temptations of the 

devil, choosing the path of asceti-

cism and prayer. Anthony was 

responsible for the                        

establishment of families of 

monks who, under the guidance 

of a spiritual father, consecrated themselves to the service of God. 

St. Anthony the Abbot also known as Anthony the Great.                        

St. Anthony said: “This is the work of a great man: always to take 

responsibility for his own sins before God and to expect tempta-

tions until his last breath.”
