Do you know the joy and freedom of the good news (Gospel) 

of the kingdom of God? John the Baptist's enemies had 

sought to silence him, but the good news of God's kingdom of 

salvation cannot be silenced. As soon 

as John had finished his testimony 

Jesus began his in Galilee.  Galilee 

was at the crossroads of the world 

and much traffic passed through this 

little region. It had been assigned to 

the tribes of Asher,   Naptali and  

Zebulum when the Israelites first 

came into the land. For a long time it 

had been under Gentile occupation 

(non-Jewish nations). Jesus begins the proclamation of the 

Gospel here to fulfill the word of God. The Old Testament 

prophets spoke of God's promise to send a Redeemer who 

would establish God's rule. That time is now fulfilled in Jesus 

who brings the light and truth of the Gospel to the world.
