February 01, 2026| FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

What is the good life which God intends for us? And how 

is it related with the ultimate end or purpose of life? Is it 

not our desire and longing for true happiness, which is 

none other than the complete 

good, the sum of all goods, 

leaving nothing more to be 

desired? Jesus addresses this 

question in his sermon on the 

mount. The heart of Jesus' 

message is that we can live a 

very happy life. The call to holi-

ness, to be saints who joyfully 

pursue God's will for their 

lives, can be found in these 

eight beatitudes. Jesus' beatitudes sum up our calling or 

vocation - to live a life of the beatitudes. The 

word beatitude literally means "happiness" or 

"blessedness".
