Salt was a valuable 

commodity in the ancient world. 

People traded with it, like we 

trade with valuable goods, such 

as gold and stock. Salt also served 

a very useful purpose, especially 

in warmer climates before the 

invention of electricity and       

refrigeration. Salt not only gave 

rich flavor to food, it also preserved food from going bad and 

being spoiled. The Lord wants to work in and through us to puri-

fy, preserve, and spread the rich flavor of God's kingdom every-

where - his "kingdom of righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy 

Spirit"

This Franciscan Jubilee Year, considered 

a gift for the entire Church and an occasion for authentic      

spiritual renewal, was inaugurated on Jan. 10 with a de-

cree issued by the Apostolic Penitentiary of the Holy See .
