March 08, 2026| THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT 

Would you do a favor for someone who snubbed you or 

treated you like an enemy? Jesus did just that and more! He 

treated the Samaritans, the sworn enemies of the Jews, with 

great kindness and respect. The Samari-

tans who lived in   middle region of Isra-

el between Galilee and Judaea and the 

Jews who lived in the rest of the land of 

Israel had been divided for centuries. 

They had no dealings with one another, 

avoiding all social contact, even trade, 

and inter-marriage. If their paths 

crossed it would not be unusual for hostility to break out. 

What is the point of Jesus' exchange with the Samaritan 

woman about water? Water in the arid land was scarce. 

Jacob's well was located in a strategic fork of the road be-

tween Samaria and Galilee. One can live without food for  

several days, but not without water. Water is a source of life 

and growth for all living things. When rain came to the desert, 

the water transformed the wasteland into a fertile field.  

¿Le harías un favor a alguien que te despreciara o te tratara 

como a un enemigo? Jesús hizo precisamente eso y mucho 

más! Trató a los samaritanos, enemigos declarados de los 

judíos, con gran amabilidad y respeto. 

Los samaritanos que vivían en la 

región central de Israel, entre Galilea 

y Judea, y los judíos que vivían en el 

resto de la tierra de Israel habían es-

tado divididos durante siglos. No se 

relacionaban entre sí, evitando todo 

contacto social, incluso el comercio y 

los matrimonios mixtos. Si sus cami-

nos se cruzaban, no era raro que estallara la hostilidad. ¿Cuál 

es el propósito del diálogo de Jesús con la samaritana sobre 

el agua? El agua en la tierra árida era escasa. El pozo de Jacob 

estaba ubicado en una bifurcación estratégica del camino 

entre Samaria y Galilea. Se puede vivir sin comida durante 

varios días, pero no sin agua. El agua es fuente de vida y creci-

miento para todos los seres vivos. Cuando llovió en el 

desierto, el agua transformó el páramo en un campo fértil.
