If a true "friend loves at all 

times"(Proverbs 17:17), why did Je-

sus delay in coming to Lazarus' home 

when he knew that his friend was 

gravely ill? Jesus certainly loved Laza-

rus and his two sisters and he often 

stayed in their home at Bethany. But 

to the surprise of his friends and disci-

ples, Jesus did not go right away to 

Bethany when he was called. Jesus explained that Lazarus' 

sickness would bring glory to God. The glory which Jesus 

had in mind, however, was connected with suffering and 

the cross. He saw the cross as his supreme glory and the 

way to glory in the kingdom of God. For Jesus there was no 

other way to glory except through the cross.  

Si un verdadero "amigo ama en todo 

momento" (Proverbios 17:17), ¿por 

qué Jesús tardó en ir a casa de Lázaro 

sabiendo que su amigo estaba grave-

mente enfermo? Sin duda, Jesús ama-

ba a Lázaro y a sus dos hermanas, y 

solía alojarse en su casa de Betania.

Sin 

embargo, la gloria que Jesús tenía en mente estaba rela-

cionada con el sufrimiento y la cruz. Él veía la cruz como su 

gloria suprema y el camino a la gloria en el reino de Dios.
