What is the meaning of Divine Mercy Sunday?  In the revelations on 

Divine Mercy that Jesus made to Saint Faustina, He asked her on    

several occasions to dedicate a feast to Divine Mercy, and that it be 

the Sunday after Easter. The liturgical texts of that day, the second 

Sunday of Easter, deal with the institution of the Sacrament of Pen-

ance, the Court  of Divine Mercy, so they are already in line with Our 

Lord's request. This Feast, which had already been granted to Poland 

and celebrated in Vatican City, was granted to the Universal Church by 

Pope John Paul II on the    occasion of the canonization of Sister Fausti-

na on April 30, 2000.                                                                                                 

¿Cuál es el significado del Domingo de la Divina Misericordia? En las 

revelaciones sobre la Divina Misericordia que Jesús hizo a Santa Fausti-

na, le pidió en varias ocasiones que dedicara una fiesta a la Divina  

Misericordia, y que esta fuera el domingo siguiente a la Pascua. Los 

textos litúrgicos de ese día —el segundo domingo de Pascua— tratan 

sobre la institución del Sacramento de la Penitencia, el tribunal de la 

Divina Misericordia, por lo que ya están en consonancia con la petición 

de Nuestro Señor. Esta fiesta, que ya había sido concedida a Polonia y 

celebrada en la Ciudad del Vaticano, fue extendida a la Iglesia Univer-

sal por el Papa Juan Pablo II con ocasión de la canonización de la Her-

mana Faustina, el 30 de abril del año 2000.
