Why was it difficult for the disciples to recognize the risen 

Lord? Jesus' death scattered his disciples and shattered their 

hopes and dreams. They had 

hoped that he was the one to 

redeem Israel. They saw the 

cross as defeat and could not 

comprehend the empty tomb 

until the Lord Jesus appeared 

to them and gave them un-

derstanding. 

Do you recognize the Risen 

Lord in his word and in the 

breaking of the bread? 

Jesus chided the disciples on 

the road to Emmaus for 

their slowness of heart to believe what the Scriptures had said 

concerning the Messiah. They did not recognize the risen Je-

sus until he had broken bread with them. Do you recognize 

the Lord in his word and in the breaking of the bread?

Saint Mark the Evangelist is 

primarily known as the author 

of the Gospel of Mark, the old-

est and shortest of the four 

New Testament Gospels, 

written to highlight Jesus as the 

suffering Son of God. He was a 

close follower of St. Peter and 

is celebrated for bringing Christianity to Egypt, founding the Church in 

Alexandria. Missionary Work: He was not one of the 12 apostles but was 

a missionary companion to St. Paul and St. Barnabas, and later, secretary 

to St. Peter in Rome. Founder of the Alexandrian Church: He is           

considered the first Bishop of Alexandria and is credited with founding 

the first Christian school there. Martyrdom: He died a martyr in Alexan-

dria around 68–72 A.D., later becoming the patron saint of Venice, 

where his relics are now interred in St. Mark's Basilica.                                                                    

San Marcos Evangelista es conocido principalmente como el autor del 

Evangelio de Marcos, el más antiguo y breve de los cuatro evangelios del 

Nuevo Testamento, escrito para destacar a Jesús como el Hijo de Dios 

sufriente. Fue un estrecho seguidor de San Pedro y es venerado por 

haber llevado el cristianismo a Egipto, fundando la Iglesia en Alejandría. 

Labor misionera: No fue uno de los doce apóstoles, pero fue compañero 

misionero de San Pablo y San Bernabé y, más tarde, secretario de San 

Pedro en Roma. Fundador de la Iglesia de Alejandría: Es considerado el 

primer obispo de Alejandría y se le atribuye la fundación de la primera 

escuela cristiana en dicha ciudad. Martirio: Murió como mártir en 

Alejandría alrededor de los años 68-72 d. C., convirtiéndose posterior-

mente en el santo patrono de Venecia, donde sus reliquias reposan  

actualmente en la Basílica de San Marcos.
