In his Last Supper discourse with his beloved disciples Jesus 

speaks of his glory and the glory of his Father. What is this 

glory? It is the cross which Jesus 

speaks of here and the willing 

offering of his life for us. How 

does the cross reveal this glory? 

In the cross God reveals the 

breadth of his great love for  

sinners and the power of Jesus' 

redemptive sacrifice which can-

cels the debt of sin and reverses 

the curse of our condemnation 

(Romans 8:1). Jesus gave his Fa-

ther the supreme honor and 

glory through his obedience and willingness to go to the cross 

for our sake. In times of defense the greatest honor belongs 

not to those who fought and survived but to those who gave 

the supreme sacrifice of their own lives for their fellow citi-

zens. The Lord Jesus freely and willingly offered up his life out 

of obedience to his Father and love for us.

En tiempos de de-

fensa, el mayor honor no    corresponde a aquellos que lucha-

ron y sobrevivieron, sino a aquellos que hicieron el sacrificio 

supremo de sus propias vidas por sus conciudadanos. El Señor 

Jesús ofreció su vida libre y voluntariamente, por obediencia a 

su Padre y por amor a nosotros. 

This Saturday our parish will celebrate the Sacrament of Confir-

mation. Those to be confirmed will renew publicly their baptis-

mal commitment to follow Christ, to believe His revealed truth, 

to renounce Satan the Prince of Darkness, and to turn away 

from sin. This Sacrament brings to those anointed with Sacred 

Chrism the fullness of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is given to 

them to enable them to believe more deeply in Jesus Christ 

and to live more courageously that faith.
