June 07 , 2026| THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST 

What is the meaning of Corpus Christi?  Corpus Christi Sunday is a Ro-

man Catholic festival that celebrates that Jesus Christ's body and blood 

are present in the Eucharist. The word 

Corpus Christi is Latin for "Body of 

Christ". The festival is also known as the 

Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and 

Blood of Christ. Corpus Christi is celebrated 

on the Sunday following Trinity Sunday.  In 

many countries, it is a holy day of obliga-

tion. The festival has three purposes: 1.To 

thank God for Christ's presence in the Eu-

charist. 2.To teach people about the Eu-

charist's mystery, faith, and devotion. 3. To 

commemorate Jesus' Last     Supper with 

his Apostles before his crucifixion. The 

central element of the feast is Catholic 

mass, which       honors Jesus Christ's               

presence through transubstantiation. During the Consecration of the 

Mass, the priest says the words that Jesus said over bread and wine: 

"This is My Body," "This is the chalice of My Blood," and "Do this in re-

membrance of Me". St. Thomas Aquinas composed many of the original 

texts for Corpus Christi, including Adoro te Devote, which is still an im-

portant part of the Church's sacred  hymnography. 

 ¿Cuál es el significado de Corpus Christi? El domingo de Corpus Christi es 

una festividad católica romana que celebra la presencia del cuerpo y la 

sangre de Jesucristo en la Eucaristía. La expresión 

*Corpus Christi* proviene del latín y significa «Cuerpo 

de Cristo». Esta festividad también se conoce como la 

Solemnidad del Santísimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo. 

El Corpus Christi se celebra el domingo siguiente al 

Domingo de la Santísima Trinidad. En muchos países, 

es un día de precepto. La festividad tiene tres propósi-

tos: 1. Dar gracias a Dios por la presencia de Cristo en 

la Eucaristía. 2. Instruir a los fieles sobre el misterio, la 

fe y la devoción relacionados con la Eucaristía. 3. Con-

memorar la Última Cena de Jesús con sus apóstoles 

antes de su crucifixión. El elemento central de la fes-

tividad es la Misa católica, la cual honra la presencia 

de Jesucristo mediante la transustanciación. Durante la Consagración de 

la Misa, el sacerdote pronuncia las palabras que Jesús dijo sobre el pan y 

el vino: “Esto es mi Cuerpo”, “Este es el cáliz de mi Sangre” y “Haced esto 

en memoria mía”. Santo Tomás de Aquino compuso muchos de los textos 

originales para el Corpus Christi, incluido el *Adoro te Devote*, el cual 

sigue siendo una parte importante de la himnografía sagrada de la Iglesia.
