Do you believe in the life-changing power of the Gospel and 

experience its transforming effect in your life? The core of 

the Gospel message is quite sim-

ple: the kingdom of God is very 

near! What is the kingdom of 

God? It is that society of men and 

women who know God's love and 

mercy, and who willingly obey 

and honor God as their Lord and 

King. In the prayer which Jesus 

gave to his disciples (the Lord's 

Prayer or Our Father), he taught 

them to pray for God to reign in 

their daily lives and in the world around them: “May your 

kingdom come and your will be done on earth as it is in     

heaven”. When the Lord calls us to serve, we must not think 

we have nothing or very little to offer. The Lord takes what 

ordinary people, like us, can offer and uses it for greatness in 

his kingdom. Do you believe that God wants to work in and 

through you for his glory?

Commemorates June 19, 1865, 

the day Union soldiers arrived in Galveston, Texas, to announce the end of 

slavery—more than two years after the Emancipation Proclamation. The 

Church teaches that every human being is created in the image and like-

ness of God, making the enslavement and oppression of any person a 

fundamental moral failure.
